


PET ESTIMATE TOOL
Pets living in poverty are thought to be one of the largest sources of pets entering local shelters.  Approximately 80% of pets in poverty are unsterilized (PetSmart Charities and Pets for Life data).  By way of comparison, approximately 80% of pets living in all households are sterilized (PetSmart Charities 2014 U.S. Shelter Pet Report). 
There are fields in the application where you will enter demographic info to help estimate the number of pets in your target area. *This tool is based on the PetSmart Charities Spay/Neuter Grant Program tool.  Use the pet estimate tool, and your knowledge of the area, to estimate the number of intact pets in your target area.  Your proposed project should aim to sterilize enough pets to substantially increase the number of altered pets in your target area.  You may have additional information to layer over these estimates which you will have the option to detail in the application. 
Some factors might impact estimated OWNED pet numbers, for example: Your social knowledge of the area may indicate there are more, or less owned pets; more houses than high-rises may increase pets; a high percentage of rental properties may lower the number of owned pets.
Some factors might impact estimated UNSTERILIZED numbers of pets, for example: Your social knowledge may indicate there's a higher or lower % already sterilized; recent (or ongoing) low-cost or free spay/neuter projects for the area may decrease the number of unsterilized pets; no access to low-cost spay/neuter may increase unsterilized pets.
