In a motion by Ms. Quimby, and seconded by Dr. Radue, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn the meeting
to move into an administrative closed session to perform administrative functions outside the scope of the
Open Meetings Act, in accordance with § 3-103(a)(1)(i) of the General Provisions Article. The administrative
functions to be performed include discussion of the specific matters identified on the Board Agenda. In the
alternative, I move to close the meeting pursuant to the following Section 3-305(b):

(8) To consult with staff, consultants, or other individuals about pending or potential litigation;
(12) To conduct or discuss an investigative proceeding on actual or possible criminal conduct;” and
(13) To comply with a specific constitutional, statutory, or judicially imposed requirement that
prevents public disclosures about a particular proceeding or matter.

In a motion by Dr. Schmechel, and seconded by Ms. Quimby, the Board motioned to reopen the meeting
following the discussion with legal counsel related to the request by Drs. Donati and Valenzano.

e Inamotion by Dr. Reed, and seconded by Dr. Schmechel, the team voted to make the following
determination regarding the request from Dr. Donati and Dr. Valenzano.

o Inregards to the foreign heart surgeon specialist, the Board generally supports the request
to train staff to do the procedure, however, consulting is generally a third party giving
advice that would not include performing surgery. They could be there in a third party role
to give feedback, but not directly perform surgery. Couldn’t actually be involved in the
surgery. Statute doesn’t allow for this and would need to be licensed in Maryland.

Dr. Calvert adjourned the meeting at 1:25 PM.
