¢ Inquiry regarding Cat Declaw Exemption - Dr. Wozniak
o Dr. Wozniak asked if the Board would consider providing an exemption to a cat
who’s owner was requesting a referral for a Declaw procedure due to being unable
to handle the cat and having to repeatedly sedate for veterinary care.
» Statute does not allow for this, we do not provide exemptions for this. This
would be specifically prohibited by the Bill for “Convenience of handling”.
* They may be able to consider referring to a veterinarian in another
jurisdiction.

e Inquiry regarding Medication Administration by Pet Sitter
o A constituent submitted an inquiry regarding the administration of medications to

an owned animal by a pet sitter. A draft response had been provided by Cynthia
Spirt and was reviewed by the Board and approved for use. The response explained
that the Pet Sitter would be able to administer the medications that were prescribed
by a veterinarian as the agent of the owner. There were further inquiries regarding
emergencies and making decisions in the absence of being able to contact the
owner. These should be addressed in their service agreement with the owner and
reviewed by their own private counsel. A veterinarian is not required to accept this
and may choose their patients and does not have to accept financial liability for the
patients care.

In a motion by Dr. Callahan, and seconded by Dr. Reed, the Board voted unanimously to adjourn the
meeting to move into an administrative closed session to perform administrative functions outside the
scope of the Open Meetings Act, in accordance with § 3-103(a)(1)(i) of the General Provisions
Article. The administrative functions to be performed include discussion of the specific matters
identified on the Board Agenda. In the alternative,  move to close the meeting pursuant to the
following Section 3-305(b):
(7) To obtain advice of counsel;
(8) To consult with staff, consultants, or other individuals about pending or potential
litigation;
(12) To conduct or discuss an investigative proceeding on actual or possible criminal conduct;”
and
(13) To comply with a specific constitutional, statutory, or judicially imposed requirement that
prevents public disclosures about a particular proceeding or matter.
