There are a lot of companies that do the scan and a veterinarian will read the
radiology. The technician can perform the scan but could not diagnose or prescribe
based on the results. They could make medical records identifying and describing
the physical characteristics, but a veterinarian must provide the actual diagnosis
and interpretation and create that portion of the medical record. The veterinarian
would need to have a VCPR with the patient including an in person physical exam to
be able to appropriately review and diagnose. Who will be doing the actual review?
Will it be one of your veterinarians doing the review? Who is doing the certification?
Will this be a boarded radiologist?
