organization to answer these questions. We are currently looking at changes to our 
regulations that may clarify some of your questions in the near future.  

o Definition of Practicing Veterinary Medicine - Generally that would mean that by a 
veterinarian licensed in Maryland.  
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• PDMP Advisory Board Presentation 

o Anna Gribble and Sara Roberson from MDH-PDMP provided a presentation on 
upcoming legislation proposals to strengthen controlled substance reporting 
guidelines for veterinarians.  

o The Board Provided the following feedback:  
▪ Concerns over the definition of “Dispenser” when it comes to veterinarians.  
▪ Want to help and contribute to the solution of the substance problem.  
▪ Concerns over operation and software costs to make this feasible.  
▪ Concerns over pushing veterinarians away from dispensing medications that 

may cause an impact in the care of animals due to burden placed on 
veterinarians.  

o PDMP will take the feedback to their legal team to determine the best course of 
action. 
  

• Chapter 1- 15.14.01 Standards of Practice Discussion
